Band History

The Indianapolis, IN based band officially started the fall of ’02. Long-time friends Bryan and Ted started playing around with some musical ideas, and wrote very simple songs like Purgatory and Consumption.  Bryan then picked up guitar so that they could see how entire songs sounded, which lead to songs like Mindset.  Shortly thereafter, they met Dwite, who was a friend of Bryan’s brother, Alex.  Dwite began playing guitar for the band early of ’03, and then Louis, Ted’s Brother-n-law, joined the band singing. 

This line-up lead to a few more songs including Devour, Jagged Little Pieces and November.  The latter, a combination of Louis’ lyrics and Bryan’s music.  The band finished one more song with this line-up, ISD, an instrumental written by Dwite.  After this, the band separated from Dwite and Louis and at first it seems they would stay disbanded.   Derek joined the band as a temporary singer while Dwite sat in for one last show [in Bryan’s basement].  After this show Bryan began talking with a friend of his from Lincoln Tech, named Stephen Guy, since they would soon need a new guitarist.  After the addition of Stephen, Derek decided that he would also like to play guitar.  This left the band with two guitarists but no singers.

TJ, a long time friend of Ted’s fiancé Lindsey, showed interest in the band and after Derek had asked him to try out, was quickly added to the line up.  This led the band to a 5-person set up with Derek and Stephen filling the guitar section and TJ with vocals.  The band practiced a lot, helping TJ and Stephen learn their current songs, but didn’t write any new material.  After a bit, the band decided to add Louis back to the fold, making the band 2 guitarists, 2 singers, a bassist, and a drummer.

Although they liked the dichotomy of the singers, Louis and the rest of the band agreed that with his growing family and his work, he just didn’t have time to practice as much as he needed.  The band still knew they wanted to have two singers so they auditioned Johnny, which was a friend of TJ’s.  

With this line-up, the band moved on to songs like Wayside and Etchings as well as having Derek sit in the drummer’s chair for songs like What You Wanted and Stephen playing drums for songs like Justified and Imprison.  This gave Bryan the chance to write lead guitar riffs and gave interesting sounds to some of their songs.

Unfortunately, Stephen’s life started to get a little busier with the addition of his business he was trying to get off the ground so he bowed out, leading to the 5-person line-up.  Later on Johnny also left that band due to family issues leading to the current 4-person line-up.  To this date, the band has around 31 originals finished and hopes to have a full length CD out within a year.

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	Bryan Kattau – Drums, Guitar

One of the co-founders of the band, Bryan’s main musical influence comes from Neil Peart, drummer of the famous rock band Rush.  Bryan combines technical expertise with fluid and fast movements that bring his drum parts to the fore-front of many of Broken Equilibrium’s songs.

He also plays guitar on almost half of the bands 30+ original songs.  His guitar style is much like his drumming technique, technical yet smooth.

	Ted Gieseking – Bass, Promoter
Ted is the other co-founder of the band, and Bryan’s best friend of 15 years.  Ted’s main musical influences come from bassists like Tye Zamora (Alien Ant Farm) and Tim Commerford (Audioslave).  Ted focuses on fast playing coupled with intricate bass riffs.  
He is not one to play whole notes or always follow the guitar, often writing the lead parts for the music and then having Derek adapt them for guitar.  He is the main lyric/song writer of the band. 
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	Derek Ware – Guitar, Drums

Derek has been with the band (in some form or another) almost since the beginning.  He started off as a singer then switched to guitar after realizing he felt better not being a front man.  Derek, though listening to a range of musical styles, leans more towards a heavier edge, listening to bands like Slipknot, The Black Dahlia Murder, and Dimmu Borgir. 
When not playing guitar, Derek finds himself behind the drums, complimenting Bryan on such songs as: November, Epitome of Misery, and Imprison.  

	TJ Robinette – Vocals, Cello

TJ has music in his blood; he has played Cello for most of his life and used to sing in Choir and play in band at school.  He now does a lot of producing on his own and for the band as well as plays guitar and bass on the side.  He joined the band over two years ago at Derek’s request.  He has since then been crucial to the band’s recording process.

Although TJ’s cello isn’t used much when the band plays live, they plan to use it when they record their songs for their first full length CD, hopefully out some time in ’08.
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
